The role

To provide inspirational tutoring and role modelling to the pupils who need it most at King Solomon
Academy, whilst developing the skills, knowledge and understanding to train to be a teacher.

Positive Action and inclusive recruitment at KSA

We are keen to bring new perspectives and backgrounds into our school to build a diversity
of thinking so that we can build the best school possible.

It provides the academy with the opportunity to monitor and review the
performance of new staff in relation to various areas, but also in terms of their commitment
to safe guarding and relationships with pupils.
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
